Entry:  West side of the school, entrance on the back of the gym through the metal doors that are to the right of the glass doors. Do not try to enter the school through any other entrance. Court #1 is the 1st court through those doors. Court #2 is the 2nd court in that gym. Court #3 is the 1st court inside the 2nd gym that is near the front of the school. Court #4 is the 2nd court in that gym.
Equipment: Locked up in the storage room inside the gym. HVBA will be using Sparkman’s net systems, ref stands and flip score boards. HVBA will supply volleyballs and score keeping paperwork in 6 equipment bags [2 sets of 3 bags: 1-Scoresheets & etc.., 2-Game balls, 3-Warm-up balls)]. Restrooms are in the locker rooms, inside the gyms. No other equipment is to be used by HVBA; all other areas of the school are off limits.

Net Setup: The floor covers for the poles lift slightly and slide to the side – they do not come off - use the screw driver in the equipment bag to move them. The main basketball goals at the ends of the gym can not be raised. The poles are matched sets that are indicated by the different colored tape on the top of each pole. Any of the 4 nets will work with any of the 4 sets of poles. Note: Net height may need to be adjusted.
Net Take Down/Storage: Do not remove antennae from nets. Remove nets from poles by loosening them using the crank handle. Fold net end to end, then 2 more times.Net can be carried by grasping the antennae through the folded net. The nets, flip score boards, & the hand crank should be placed on the tables straight forward through the storage room doors. The ref stands should be placed on the right side towards the back of the storage room (placed folded and upright 2 deep and 2 wide). The poles should be placed on the right side corner towards the front of the storage room. All equipment & ball bags should be placed in the ball cart to the left side of the equipment room.
Score Sheets: Blank score sheets are kept in the binder & folder in the equipment bags. Please fill them out in their entirety including date, division, location, & court #. At the end of play for the night, have someone take a picture of the score sheet in case it gets lost. If your division rep (or representative) is not present, place the score sheet in the front pocket of the WHITE BINDER so it can be picked up later.
Hours: 6-10pm. Do not enter earlier (unless permitted); be out of the gym by closing time.

NOTES:

· For teams scheduled to play first and are late: A grace period of 10 minutes can optionally be given to late teams. The refereeing team does NOT have to give this grace period if it’s questionable if all the matches can be finished in time that night. At 6:30 the first game is forfeited, 10 minutes later the 2nd game; 10 minutes later the 3rd. Forfeited games are scored 0-25.
· 8:45 -- The last ref'ing team is responsible for getting the last match started by ~8:45pm, and shutting down the last game if needed (e.g., play to 15 points), so everything is put away, and everyone is out of the building by 10pm.
· If the basketball goal cannot be raised it is up to the referee to determine if the goal potentially interfered with play of the ball. If determined that a play MAY have been made, then a replay will be issued.
· Play of a ball in the direction of the 2nd court in the gym will be allowed only if contact with the ball is made BEFORE the ball crosses the centerline between the courts. The player may cross the centerline after contact with the ball is complete but may not enter the adjacent court after the contact. The ball crossing the centerline or a player entering the adjacent court ends the volley.
· Children are not allowed
Everyone police this -- it is NOT only a Division Rep responsibility to do so; Captains you are responsible for the players on your team. Help us maintain a good relationship at all the gyms.
