Players Responsibilities

As a player, you're responsible for being able to be contacted easily and on short notice by your team Captain. You should have given to your team Captain at least one reliable email address that you check often, and alternate email addresses as applicable. The same goes for phone numbers. Email addresses and phone numbers should be listed on your Team Roster. You MUST PHYSICALLY SIGN your Team Roster-Waiver form ASAP after being listed.

You are responsible for knowing the rules, guidelines and setup procedures for each gym you play at.

You are responsible for knowing the USA Volleyball Rules and Officiating responsibilities, and the HVBA exceptions to the rules. 

Know your team schedule and be on time to play/officiate. Contact your team captain well ahead of time if you plan on missing your scheduled matches or you are running late.

Since most, if not all players will participate in officiating games, you must be familiar with and understand the protocol for officiating (see the HVBA Referees and Line Judges information).

Pick your teams wisely. If for some reason during the EARLY part of the season you wish to switch teams, you must contact your Division Rep with this request, who in turn will discuss this with the HVBA Director/Board. You can only switch teams if allowed by the HVBA Director/Board.  Under no circumstances will you be allowed to switch teams if in doing so your original team will be forced to play with less than 6 players on a regular basis. Pick your teams wisely.

Only the floor captain during a volleyball game (set), is allowed to speak with the first (up) referee regarding questions/comments relating to the game (rule or point calls).

Check List

· Have given your team captain contact information and have physically signed a Team Roster-Waiver form

· Have paid your team dues to your Team Captain

· Know and abide by the rules of USA Volleyball

· Know and abide by the rules and protocol of the HVBA

· Know what to expect from the HVBA and your Division Representative and Team Captain

· Know and abide by the player responsibilities

· Be familiar with the officiating responsibilities and act in at least one position per officiating match

· Know and abide by gym protocol and rules, and equipment setup/takedown procedures
