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All players must be familiar with and understand the protocol for officiating, to include the positions of first (up) referee, second (down) referee, line judge and score keeper. You will be 

required to act in one of the officiating positions in each match you officiate. Try to learn all officiating positions; it will help round-out your volleyball knowledge and appreciation of the game. 

Representatives should attend the referee clinic. All officials should read and know the information recorded from the referee clinic to include HVBA rule exceptions. This information is posted on the HVBA website.

If scheduled to officiate, Captains are responsible for making sure the courts are ready and you have the correct number of officials, and they carry out the responsibilities.

At some gyms, officiating teams are also responsible for putting up and taking down the net systems and preparing other equipment to include scoreboards, game and warmup balls, etc.

Unless you have notified your Team Captain otherwise, or are not scheduled to play on a particular day, you are required to show up on time to warm up/play, or if scheduled to officiate the first match, show up early to get the net systems and courts ready (if applicable to your gym). If scheduled to officiate the last match, you are required to stay to help, and assist in net system and court take down (if applicable to your gym).

· The 1st refereeing team is responsible for net setup (at least 20 minutes before the first match). The 2nd refereeing team is responsible for taking down the net (immediately following the last match). Depending on the gym, nets may be setup for you.

· Make sure the court is ready:  

- net is setup

- obstructions (basketball goals, etc.) are taken care of

- game ball placed to the side and ready

- score sheets, score table and score board ready

- area is safe

- children are only allowed in the gyms in exceptional circumstances. If children are present, they must be supervised and away from the playing area. 

· First and second referees must have/use whistles. Use your line judges.

· Line judges call every ball and help with touches.

· Know the USAV rules and the HVBA rule exceptions. Use the USAV rulebook as needed for game-time rule issues.

· Control the start and the pace of games. Know the time allowed at each gym and make sure play starts and stops on time.

·  Make sure the correct scores are recorded at the end of each game.
