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As a Captain, you have the same responsibilities as the Players.  Additional responsibilities and duties include:


Assign a Co-Captain to take over your responsibilities if needed.

Your contact info, rosters and signed waivers and team dues should be collected and turned into HVBA at the beginning of the season, on time.  Keep copies of paperwork.


Be able to be contacted easily and on short notice by the HVBA Director/Board and your Division Representative. You should have given HVBA at least one reliable email address that you check often, and alternate email addresses as applicable. The same goes for phone numbers. Email addresses and phone numbers of your Co-Captain and team players should be listed on your Team Roster. You should know who your Division Representative is and how to contact HVBA and your Division Rep.  Be familiar with all information about HVBA (website content and updates). 


Submit your roster with original signatures to HVBA and keep a current copy of the Team Roster of Players.  Rosters-waiver forms include physical signatures by ANY player that will play in any volleyball game as part of your team.  You should keep a copy of this signed roster, and provide a soft-copy to your Division Representative who has the right/responsibility to check to verify only players on your roster are playing.  Any additions to your roster, to include the player(s) signature, must be turned in to HVBA ASAP after the update, and an updated soft-copy mailed to your Division Rep.  Players signed on your roster cannot play for another team in your division or in any other division.  The cut-off date for adding new players to your roster is 
December 31 (or the 2nd Friday in October if playing a 10 week (short) season).  

Contact individual team players in order to get information needed by HVBA or the Division Representative in a timely manner. Captains should forward correspondence from HVBA to team members (informational mailings, weekly statistics, issues regarding rules, facilities, etc.). 


Make sure each player’s responsibilities are enforced and officiating responsibilities for the team are carried out.  Recruit; assign team referees, line judges and scorekeepers. Make sure representatives attend the pre-season referee clinic. 


Assist Division Representatives in procuring the score sheets if they are at another gym.  Enforce gym rules and don’t bring children.  If you do bring children, an adult must be with them to watch over them.  Make sure courts are setup and games start on time, referees follow proper procedures, etc.
